** Acknowledgment of Paternity: If the mother is not marrfed now, and was not married at the time of conception or anytime between
conception and birth, the father's information can be entered on the birth certificate ohly if the mother and the biological father
acknowledge patemnity. Acknowledging paternity will legally establish the man completing the form as the child’s father. Both the mother
and the biological father must mutually agree, complete and sign the Voluntary Acknowledgment of Paternity form {PH-2595) before a
notary public. If the mother or the father of the baby is less than 18 years old, then the mother or the father are a minor. Minors must have
consent of a parent or legal guardian. The minor's parent or legal guardian must show consent by signing the form.
